Ensuring Uniform Development Through Effective Implementation Of Schemes: Dr. Najma Heptulla

not uniform, he added. Education is the key to improve their conditions faster and uniformly and conversion of skills into opportunities
is another means to achieve it, he added.

Speaking on the occasion Dr. Najma Heptulla, the Union Minister for Minority Affairs said that effective implementation of schemes
and ensuring uniformity in development are the two guiding principles for “Sabka Saath, Sabka Vikas“�. The Minority Affairs Ministry
is focusing on implementing the schemes for six notified minorities to make difference on ground. To address the micro level
deficiencies in development, the Ministry is emphasing education, skill development and dispelling social alienation of minorities
specially Muslims. Appreciating support from the FM and PM to her Ministry schemes, Dr. Najma said Nai Manzil and Hamari
Dharohar schemes launched during this government are being received well and have started yielding results.
